archeologists.

The students learned about fossils. Fossils are
formed in different ways, and there are
different types archeologists find. In these
pictures the second graders were doing a mock
fossil dig like a real archeologist would. They
were challenged with getting the chocolate
chips out of a cooking by poling and brushing
the crumbs, so not to damage the chip.
